The class will go over what to 
expect at an audition, what to prepare, theater resumes, head shots, monologues, musical auditions, and 
teach tools and skills on how to make the auditioning process more comfortable and effective audition 
prep will give your child a chance to try a mock audition at the end of the session with the tools they have 
gained through out the class.

This class is specifically designed 
to help students overcome issues with scripted work and learn to apply their technique and their own 
uniqueness into a scripted role.  (Past theater experience or class experience helpful)
